General principles

‘B-Lines’ are an imaginative solution to the problem of the loss of flowers and insect pollinators. The overall aim of the Chet B-Line is to create an ‘insect pathway’ running along the River Chet and surrounding valley, through restoring and creating a series of wildflower-rich habitat stepping stones. These will then link existing wildlife areas together.

Terms & Conditions

1.1 The small grant funds provided by South Yare Wildlife Group are available to charities, public bodies, schools, or community organisations. 
1.2 The Wild Patch site must be within 1.5 km of the River Chet

1.3 Individual grants are for a maximum of £100, though if you have a great project idea, we are keen to hear about it. 
1.4 A completed application shall be completed and submitted by email to SYWG (see application form overleaf).
1.5 Applications are competitive and will be considered on their individual merits in terms of achieving Wild Patch and B-Line aims, including biodiversity benefit and likely longevity of the project. We shall endeavour to respond with a decision within two weeks of receipt of application.
1.6 The grants can be up to 100% of the project costs, though if supporting cash contributions and in-kind practical work, to the overall project is confirmed, this will raise the priority for SYWG funding.

1.7 Planting or other habitat management work funded by the grant shall only be on land owned or leased by the applicant organisation, unless written confirmation from the freeholder of the land is included in the application, giving permission for the applicant to access the site, carry out the work and return for any follow up maintenance, for the duration of the project.

1.8 It is expected that the proposed work be completed within 6 months of receipt of the funding. Failure to achieve the project plan will result in a request for the total amount to be returned.

1.9 SYWG cannot provide practical assistance to complete applicant’s projects, though opportunities for SYWG members to volunteer can be promoted via the SYWG committee, by email to the SYWG membership.
1.10 The location of the work needs be registered on the Wild Patch website https://southyarewildpatch.org/register/ so that the collective benefit of all the Wild Patches along the B-Line can be tracked and celebrated.
